It is possible to obtain a subsidy (Accès-Logis program) from the Montreal Municipal 
Housing Office (OMHM) for tenants of Habitations Les Trinitaires. 

With this grant, a tenant sees their basic rent reduced. Instead of paying the amount 
mentioned above, he will pay (approximately) 25% of his income. 

For example, and for illustrative purposes only, for a person who earns $20,000 his basic 

rent would be 417$ plus 312$ for services for a total of 729$ for a dwelling. 

The eligibility criteria for the program administered by the OMHM are as follows: 

• For a person 60 years old or older 

• As an applicant, you are a Canadian citizen or permanent resident 

(landed immigrant) 

• You have resided in the Montreal Metropolitan Community (CMM) for 12 months 

in the 24 months preceding your application 
• The value of the property that you and the registrants own is $50,000 or less 

• The applicant is self-sufficient in relation to his / her basic needs or those of his 

household or has provided evidence that he or she receives guaranteed assistance for 

this purpose 

• Collective gross income for the previous year (notice of assessment) of those 

listed on the application are equal to or less than: 
-  Single person: 38 000$ 

-  Couple: 38 000$ 

-  Two (2) people (who do not live as a couple): 43 500$
